1- IN-SERVICE TRAINING  FOR COUNTY  FACULTY :

2- TUESDAY AFTERNOON-  IST  ñMARKETING VALUE-ADDED HORTICULTURAL  

    COMMODITIES ECONOMICALLY AND SAFELYò ALSO OFFERED AS A SHORT  

    COURSE: BRING  A GROWER! 

 Because of the applied nature of the topic and because of the established need from the fast-expanding 

number of small farms, the IST will also be offered as a short course.  Extension agents should encourage their 

small farmers to register and attend this workshop.  A special one-day registration for Tuesday June 8 of $45 

for pre-registration ($55 for on-site registration) for non-FSHS member is available and it includes (1) partici-

pation in the Tuesday Morning FSHS sessions, (2) one ticket for the Extension luncheon, and (3) participation 

in the ñMarketing value-added horticultural commodities economically and safelyò educational program.  The 

target audience is small producers of specialty crops. Assumption is that these growers already have the neces-

sary horticultural skills to produce a crop. Where small growers may need help, is to understand how to de-

velop and sell in a profitable market. Presenting some of the tools associated with financial management will 

help any producer evaluate his or her operation and guide them to make the appropriate business adjustments 

to become and remain profitable.  A promotional flyer and detailed instructions for registration will follow.

Editorôs Corner é...      Ed Etxeberria 

The 123rd annual meeting of the FSHS is just around the corner.  While 

preparing for the customary avalanche of papers, I would like to remind you of 

some basic elements of publishing in the Proceedings ( and elsewhere )  that 

will make life a lot easier for all, including yourselves.  A few items seem to generate most of the 

confusion and eventually frustrations and delays.  Lets start with the additional index words .  In 

the new world of e-publishing, key words are used to narrow down a given search to your manu-

script.  Therefore, general terms such as soil, temperature, flower, insects etc., will not accomplish 

that goal. So, if your manuscript addresses freeze protection in citrus, using freeze  as a key 

word would be useless. Type freeze in any scientific search engine and you will come across an al-

most infinite number of papers.  For example, on a quick search using Agricola, I found over 500 pa-

pers with the word freeze  in their titles and/or abstract since the year 2,000.  When I  typed 

freeze protection , I came across approximately 80 papers!  Typing citrus freeze protection  

narrowed it to 1 paper!!!  Get it? 

 Submission of Figures is the second and most overlooked item when submitting a manu-

script, and too often regarded as inconsequential.   Don t be fooled, figures are essential to the 

quality of your paper and should be treated accordingly.  Ever wonder why journals always require 

separate figure submission?  Here is the secret directly from the printer:  Figures in Word docu-

ments can be printed, however, figures already in doc  file format cannot be placed directly into 

the page layout programs used by printing firms.  This creates excessive work since then they will 

have to be manipulated into a figure file format ( i.e., PDF, EPS, TIFF, or JPG ) . Furthermore, au-

thors typically insert a low-resolution figure into their word processing document, and think it looks 

fine, but in fact it is not suitable for printing. This is why most journals require the figures for final 

publication be submitted in a figure file format of high resolution . 

 Finally, I encourage all authors to include a picture of the main subject of the study.  Although 

experts in the subject matter may recognize the topic immediately, other interested readers will ap-

preciate a pictorial description.  Remember, FSHS is International. For example, if you are talking 

about a new palm beetle found in Florida, why not include a picture of the beetle and the affected 

palm?  Oh, one more thing.  Video data are welcomed.  If a picture is worth a thousand words, a 

video is worth .priceless!!

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Poor plant placement often results in the need for frequent pruning  
 

 Pruning is a technique used to control plant growth.  Some pruning is useful and improves 
the appearance of our home landscape.  For example, lawn mowing is a form of pruning, and it is 
useful for maintaining green vistas to highlight flower beds and other taller landscape elements.  
But too often we are forced to prune because plants (mostly shrubs) are in the wrong place. 

 Large shrubs planted close to houses, sidewalks, patios, or driveways require frequent 
pruning to keep them within bounds.  In west central Florida, it is common to see linear hedges of 
Ligustrum, Sweet Viburnum, or Pittosporum as foundation plantings (Fig. 1).  And Podocarpus is 
often at the corners of houses, sheared into rectangular prisms.  Pruning is necessary, because if 
left unpruned these shrubs could quickly engulf a single story house. 

 Planting shrubs 
close to the house is a 
practice carried forward 
from the days when the 
typical house was raised 
off the ground and plants 
were used to hide the 
houseôs crawl space 
foundation.  However, to-
day most houses in Flor-
ida have slab foundations 
and there is no space to 
hide.  Plants can still be 
useful ï to soften the 
sharp lines of a houseôs 
modern architecture and 
help integrate the house 
into the landscape (Fig. 
2) ï but they should not 
serve to hide or block 
main design features, 
such as windows, en-
tranceways, and pillars. 

 The problem is that the large landscape shrubs mentioned above start off small and are 
cheap (especially when purchased in 1 gallon containers) so contractors and new homeowners 
have used this material extensively to comply with codes requiring foundation plantings.  And once 
established, many people are hesitant to dig up and replace these shrubs ï even if the plants are 
too big, detract from the beauty of the house, and require regular pruning.
