Just make sure you do include an abstract, 
additional index words and references.  One element we are trying to increase is color in photographs and fig-
ures.  Color is not only free of charge in the electronic version, but color can also enhance the appeal and un-
derstanding of the manuscript as well.  Think how much easier it would be to visualize multiple treatments in a 
color figure of a beautiful flower with a background of green leaves as opposed to a black & white photograph.
